August 24, 2022 Meeting Minutes

Call to Order – President Dietz called the meeting to order at 7:05PM with Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke present.   Solicitor Kerwin (arrived at 7:40PM), Mayor Bowman, Public Works Crew Leader John Hoffman, Secretary Ann Jackson were also present.  The invocation was given by President Dietz, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Unfinished Business 
Update on Hillside Church Storm Sewer Issue – Crew Leader John Hoffman reported that he, the crew and Nick McCarron watched the camera footage provided by Hillside Church.  The problem area is close to the building on Hillside’s property.  We are waiting Hillside’s agreement after which the steel plate will then be removed and the hole will be filled and paved by our crew.
Storm Sewer Replacement Project – Gannet Fleming Oversight Services – Council reviewed the estimate provided for a field representative/engineer to provide on-site observation, for five days at $5,556.25.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve a cap of $12,000 to be paid using the credit line.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke.  
Storm Sewer Replacement Project – Gannet Fleming Invoice No. 12530 – Council reviewed the invoice for services through July 29, 2022 for $5,688.68.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to pay the invoice for $5,688.68 using ARPA funds from the General Fund Reserve account.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke.  

Welder Quotes – Cl’m Hoke reported that Crew Leader Hoffman reports that our current welder is unsafe as well as inoperable.  Three quotes were provided.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to purchase the welder from Tractor Supply for $1,899.99, and the gas bottle from Airgas for $239 for a total of $2,138.99, to be paid from Capital Improvement funds.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke.  

Police Officer Application – Council reviewed the final draft which included Solicitor Kerwin’s suggestions.  The deadline for applications will be September 23.  Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve the application and to advertise using Indeed and PSAB’s employment site, in The Patriot News, on Thursday, August 31 and the following two Sundays; in The Citizen Standard for three weeks beginning August 31; and in the Daily Item on Thursday, August 31 and the following two Sundays.  The expenses will be paid from the Police Hiring line item.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke.  Cl’m Campisi will draft the advertisement for the Hiring Committee’s review.  The ad will also go on the Borough’s website and Facebook page.
President Dietz called an executive session at 7:43PM for Council to discuss employee matters.  Solicitor Kerwin, Mr. Hoffman, Ms. Jackson and the Hersheys all left Council Chambers.  Solicitor Kerwin and Ms. Jackson were summoned to Council Chambers part-way through the executive session, with Solicitor Kerwin leaving at the end of the executive session.  The meeting was called back into regular session at 9:08PM with Mr. Hoffman and the Hersheys returning to Council Chambers.

Police Hiring Consultant – Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to hire Gabriel Fera to review the police officer letter for hire at two to three hours and to request an estimate for them to review the Police Standard Operating Procedures and Rules and Regulations.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke.  

Borough Manager Candidates Update – Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Hoch to offer the position of Borough Manager to Melissa Dyer at a salary of $55,000 per year, with one week vacation until the year’s end and crediting two-and-a-half-weeks vacation at the beginning of 2023.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke.  A response is requested from Ms. Dyer by the end of the business day August 29.

New Business
Borough Facility Use Agreement – Korner Kollectibles Plus Sip & Shop – Ms. Kim Ramberger requested the use of the sidewalk in front of Korner Kollectibles at 267 Market Street on August 20 and October 1, 2022 for two Sip & Shop events.  President Dietz gave prior authorization for Ms. Ramberger to proceed with the August 20 event.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Campisi to retroactively approve the August 20 event and to approve the October 1 event as presented, with no user fee.  Motion carried.  Cl’m Hoffman abstained due to Ms. Ramberger being a relative.
Borough Facility Use Agreement – Historical Society’s Local History Day – The organization requested the use of Market Square and Veterans Park and MYO #3 on September 16, 2022 for Local History Day.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the agreement as presented with no user fee.  Motion carried.
Seal Park Pavilion #1 Roof Quotes – Council reviewed three quotes for replacing the roof on Seal Park #1.  The job entails removing the shingles and putting on a tin roof.  S&Y Masonry & Construction quoted $2,900.  David Chubb Construction quoted $3,300.  PA Roofers LLC quoted $3,975.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Boyer to approve the quote from David Chubb Construction for $3,300.  The expense will be paid using excess funds in the River Front Clean-Up line item.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Hoke.  Mr. Hoffman will provide the tin sample to Mr. Chubb.

Truist Parking – Cl’m Hoke requested Council input on parking options for a two-day training event at Truist Bank involving approximately 30 people.  Options were discussed and Cl’m Hoke will advise the Operations Manager.
Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to adjourn the meeting at 9:26PM.  Motion carried.
