June 8, 2022 Meeting Minutes

Call to Order – President Dietz called the meeting to order at 7:03PM with Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder present.   Solicitor Kerwin, Mayor Bowman, Borough Manager Kayla Buker and Secretary Jackson were also present.   The invocation was given by President Dietz, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Guests –  Gerard Duke, Troy Lehman, Neal Miller and Donald Wingard.
Approval of Minutes – Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve the minutes from the May 11 and May 25, 2022 meetings as prepared.  Motion carried.

Public Comment – None.
Financial Reports – Council reviewed the Financial Report.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the report for the month ending May 31, 2022.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to accept the Check Detail Report.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
President Dietz called an executive session at 7:11PM for personnel matters.  All guests left Council Chambers.
Cl’m Snyder and Solicitor Kerwin left the meeting at the end of the executive session.  The meeting was called back into regular session at 8:55PM. 

Committee Reports

Employee Relations – No report.
Cl’m Boyer left the meeting.
Finance and Risk Management 
Borough Resolution No. 22-06 – Mid Penn Bank Line of Credit/Loan – Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve Borough Resolution No. 22-06, opening a $300,000 line of credit for 6 years at 2.85% interest from Mid Penn Bank.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder. 
Parks & Recreation
Facility Use Agreement – Millersburg Teeners – The organization requests the use of MYO Park baseball field for practices and games immediately through July 10th, with the possibility of extending the season through November 1st.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the agreement as presented and to waive the user fee.  Motion carried.
Flood Insurance – MYO Restrooms – Council reviewed a quote from Flood Risk Solutions, Inc. for $735.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the quote and to pay $735 for flood insurance coverage on the MYO restrooms.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
Facility Use Request – Brooke Jury Fundraiser – Lindsay Fulkroad, event organizer, inquired about holding a charity softball event at MYO Park on August 13th.  President Dietz directed Manager Buker to contact Solicitor Kerwin to ask if an event agreement is necessary.
Property – Cl’m Hoke reported that the roof repair project at 101 West Street is underway.
Public Safety – No report.
Streets 

Street Closure Permit – 313 Market Street Tree Removal – Permit No. 22-01 was presented to Council.  Motion by Cl’m Hoch, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve Street Closure Permit No. 22-01 and to charge $25 for the street closure permit, $25 for the shade tree permit and to waive the associated parking meter fees.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
Cl’m Boyer returned to the meeting.  
Pine Street Storm Sewer Leak Update – Manager Buker reported that the Authority could not provide further information.  Council directed Manager Buker to get quotes from NazzTech and Mr. Rehab to scope the area.
Hillside Church Sewer Issue Update – Craig Sheesley is claiming that the Borough’s prior streets project has caused a back-up.  Council directed Manager Buker to get the exact location for further investigation as well as the camera footage from Hillside.  Council gave permission to do a test dig and will revisit this matter before authorizing the next step.
Seal Street Sinkhole – Cl’m Hoch reported that John Hoffman notified him that there were delays in the equipment rental due to Manager Buker not following through with PA One Call.

Mayor’s Report 
PA State Mayor’s Association Annual Conference – Lodging Request – Mayor Bowman is registered to attend the conference in Lancaster and requested approval for 3 night’s lodging.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the request for $107 per night, plus state and local occupancy tax, to be paid from the Council training line item.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
Request from Gavin Putnam – Mayor Bowman read a request from Mr. Putnam who is requesting endorsement letters from Borough officials for the Army National Guard.
Request for Memorial Day/Banner Account Funds – The VFW Post paid for various expenses for the Memorial Day festivities and is requesting reimbursement from this account.  Motion by Cl’m Boyer, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to reimburse the VFW for $290 as requested.  An invoice detailing the expenses is to be provided to Secretary Jackson.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
Manager’s Report – Written monthly report was provided to all Cl’ms
Thank You Letter to Steve Deck – Council reviewed the draft letter which thanks Gerard Duke for his expertise and assistance in crafting the Main Street Overlay Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Hoch to approve the letter.  Motion carried.
Engineer’s Report – No report.  Mid-State Paving contracts are available for signatures.
Code Enforcement Officer’s Report – Written report was provided to all Cl’ms.  
552 Church Street Action – There is a fire hazard in the rear yard.  The property owner has not yet secured a contractor.  Council directed Manager Buker to refer him to DirtyWorks or Grosser’s and to ask Ms. Zaporozec for additional referrals.  She is also to inquire if a warrant is needed to get on the property.  Council also discussed using a police presence. 
Unfinished Business 
Borough Ordinance No. 3-22 –  Main Street District Zoning Overlay – Motion by Cl’m Boyer, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to adopt Borough Ordinance No. 3-22 with the updated language reviewed during the public hearing.  Motion carried.
Borough Ordinance No. 4-22 – Stop Sign on North Street at Boyd Street – This ordinance makes the stop sign permanent.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to adopt Borough Ordinance No. 4-22.  Motion carried.
Mid-State Paving Contract 2022 – Since these were approved previously by the Council, President Dietz signed the contracts.
936 Union Street Chicken Appeal – Manager Buker reported that Dean and Debbie Hershey are appealing the Notice of Violation they received from Ms. Zaporozec regarding noise and odor from their chickens.  This will take place on July 13th.  President Dietz directed Manager Buker to notify Solicitor Kerwin, requesting his attendance.
Cl’m Boyer left the meeting.

Borough Resolution No. 22-07 - Millersburg Area School District Gaming Grant Co-Sponsorship Request – Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the resolution as presented.  Motion carried.
