Council Chambers

October 12, 2022 Meeting Minutes

Call to Order – President Dietz called the meeting to order at 7:02PM with Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Hoch, Hoke and Snyder present.  Mayor Bowman, Borough Manager James Whitall and Secretary Ann Jackson were also present.  The invocation was given by President Dietz, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Guests –  Gerard Duke, Director, Dauphin County Planning Commission, William Specht, III
Approval of Minutes – Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoke  to approve the minutes from the September 14 and September 28, 2022 meetings as prepared.  Motion carried.
Appointment of Borough Manager – Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to appoint James Whitall as Borough Manager.  Motion carried.
Public Comment 
President Dietz recognized Jerry Duke, who was present to review the plans for the Millersburg Area School District’s building project.  Items of note:

· The School District will be doing a parallel course with Upper Paxton Township since a portion of the work is in that municipality.  The end result will be a reverse subdivision to create one parcel.

· There is an existing paper road for North Street extension that runs under the existing high school.  The School District must ask the Borough to vacate the street.
· Dauphin County Planning Commission has received the plans, reviewed them and accepted them as complete.  They now have 90 days to make their decision (by January 9, 2023).

· Council will await responses to the Millersburg Planning Commission’s questions and concerns prior to making their comments.

· A Developer’s Agreement with the School District will be needed to address the stormwater pipes. 

· The Traffic Impact Study was reviewed and deemed acceptable to Council.  President Dietz will advise Traffic Planning & Design, Inc.
Special Meeting – Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to advertise a special meeting to review the building project plans via the Citizen Standard.  The meeting is to include Borough Council, Millersburg Area School District Board, architects and engineers.  The meeting is set for November 9, 2022 at 6:00PM in Council Chambers.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoke and Snyder.  
Mr. Specht and Mr. Duke left the meeting at the conclusion of the discussion.

Discussion on Veteran’s Park – Council reviewed the Master Parks Plan completed in 2018 and noted that there is no permanent location for a live Christmas tree to be planted.  We will continue with purchasing a cut tree.   
Borough Ordinance No. 5-22 Animal Ordinance Amendment – Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Boyer to adopt Borough Ordinance No 5-22.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoke and Snyder.  
Councilman Boyer left the meeting.

Financial Reports – Council reviewed the Financial Report.  Motion by Cl’m Campisi seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the report for the month ending September 30, 2022.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Campisi to accept the Check Detail Report.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoke and Snyder.
Employee Relations Committee
Officer Hiring Updates & Appointment of Police Officer – Cl’m Campisi reported that an offer has been extended to Ethan Powell and background checks are pending.  Cl’m Campisi also reported that the final two interviews are scheduled for tomorrow evening and the Hiring Committee will decide afterwards to whom to extend the second offer.  
President Dietz called an executive session at 8:32PM for personnel reasons.  The meeting was called back into regular session at 8:46PM.
PA Media Group Invoice – Police Officer Advertisement – Council reviewed the invoice for $1,726.03 for the dates of 9/01, 9/11 and 9/18.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to approve paying the invoice as presented.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoke and Snyder.
Employee Evaluations – President Dietz encouraged Cl’m Campisi to complete the evaluations soon, since wages will be needed for inclusion in the 2023 budget preparation.
Time Clock – Council reviewed a quote from ADP for $90.95 per month for a timeclock rental.  President Dietz directed Manager Whitall to get the Public Works crew’s feedback so that we have a direction prior to January 1.  The choices are to continue using the same timesheet, create a new timesheet, use a timeclock or a hybrid solution.
Public Works Crew Positions  – Council established that there is no Park Ranger position, no plan, no tasks.  Cl’m Campisi will advise employee Shane Comp.  Council agreed to budget for a part-time position, for parking meter collections, Parks evenings/weekend duties and possible additional hours assisting the crew when necessary.  Manager Whitall is to define the role further.
Finance & Risk Management Committee – No report.
Parks & Recreation Committee

Facility Use Agreement – Ferry Boat Drydocking –  The Millersburg Ferry Boat Association requests the use of River Front Park between Pine and Keystone Streets from October 15, 2022 trough May 31, 2023 to dry dock the ferries.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the agreement as presented and to waive the user fee.  Motion carried.  Secretary Jackson reported that the workday to pull the boats out is tentatively scheduled for October 23 with a rain date of October 30.
Facility Use Agreement – VFW Ladies Auxiliary Veterans Day Ceremony – The VFW Ladies Auxiliary requests the use of Market Square and Veterans Parks on Friday, November 11, 2022, from 5:00 to 8:00PM for a Veterans Day Observance.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the agreement as presented and to waive the user fee.  Motion carried.  
Facility Use Agreement – MAWT Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony – MAWT requests the use of Market Square and Veterans Parks and the Gazebo on November 25, 2022 from 5:00 to 9:00PM for a Christmas tree lighting and concert program.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoch to approve the agreement as presented and to waive the user fee.  Motion carried.  
Property Committee

Tire Quotes for M-10 – Council reviewed two quotes for tires for M-10.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to approve the purchase of four Eagle Enforcer A/W  tires from Bastian Tire and Auto Center, for a total of $622.64.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoke and Snyder.
Report of Asbestos in Borough Offices and Garage – Cl’m Campisi reported that during a recent facilities tour, she and Manager Whitall were advised by John Hoffman that there is asbestos in the maintenance garage.  Cl’m Hoke stated that he was made aware of this previously and had the Public Works crew wrap a pipe in plastic to protect it.  It was agreed to proceed by having the material assessed.  
Drywall Repairs in Police Department – Cl’m Hoke directed Manager Whitall to discuss with the crew doing the repairs in-house.
Public Safety
Police Uniforms – Cl’m Snyder reported that he plans to finalize the list of uniform items with Mayor Bowman.

Return of Police Equipment – Former Officer John Boyer has returned all Borough property to the Police Department.

Fire Company Agreement – The Agreement expires at the end of 2022.  There will be a meeting on October 20 at 6:30PM at the Fire House to begin negotiations on a new agreement.  Those interest in attending to represent the Borough are President Dietz, Cl’m Campisi, Manager Whitall, and Cl’m Snyder (as a mediator only).  President Dietz directed Secretary Jackson to contact PSAB to get assistance with determining the maximum legal limit for the fire protection tax able to be levied by a Borough.

President Dietz called an executive session at 9:17PM for Council to discuss an employee/legal matter.  The meeting was called back into regular session at 9:27PM.
Streets Committee

Parking Meter Update – Cl’m Hoch reported that he will have a plan for Council’s review to remove the parking meters by the end of 2023. 
Economic Development

Rotary Club Tasting Tour – President Dietz reminded everyone of the Rotary Club’s Tasting Tour this Saturday, October 15 from noon to 4:00PM.  There will be ten venues, each offering something to either eat or drink.  The event proceeds will benefit youth programs.

Millersburg Area Ambulance Ad Hoc Committee – Cl’m Snyder reported that there is no update.  He requested new representation at the meetings from Cl’ms Hoke and Campisi.

Police Clerk Report – Mayor Bowman reported on Ms. Smith-Witmer’s property inspections and statuses.
Engineer’s Report – No report provided.  President Dietz reported that he requested that Gannett Fleming address PennDOT on the Market Street paving project for next year, with regard to budgeting for ADA ramps.

Code Enforcement Officer’s Report – Written report was provided to all Cl’ms.  

521 Race Street Driveway Request – Cl’m Snyder would like to have additional information on a permit denial for the property owner at 521 Race Street.  Permit was requested to put in a driveway and the application was denied based on the Borough’s Zoning Ordinance.  President Dietz referred Cl’m Snyder to Codes Enforcement Officer Karen Zaporozec for additional information.
Unfinished Business

Borough Ordinance No. 6-22 – This ordinance amendment adds certain violations within Borough Ordinance No. 5-22 to the Quick Ticket ordinance.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Campisi to adopt Borough Ordinance No. 6-22 as presented.  Motion carried.  
Facility Use Agreement Amendment – Korner Kollectibles Plus Sip & Shop – Council reviewed the amendment requesting a date change for the October 1, 2022 Sip & Shop event, which was not held due to inclement weather, to November 5, 2022.  Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to approve the agreement amendment as presented.  Motion carried.  
Mid-State Paving Application for Payment No. 3 – Council reviewed the third invoice for the storm sewer replacement project.  Due to incomplete documentation in the file, the matter was tabled.  President Dietz directed Secretary Jackson to compile a full accounting of bid as awarded, change orders and invoices to date, for Mid-State and Gannett Fleming.  

Feral Cat Issue – This matter was tabled.
Councilman Hoch left the meeting.

Storm Sewer Project Update – President Dietz relayed the paving schedule provided by Mid-State.   Specific contact will be made to Truist Bank (one day drive-through closure), the Post Office and the Clarks.  Ms. Smith-Witmer is to advise the businesses and tenants in the 200 block of Market Street, who will be affected by the paving on Boyd Street, that paving work is up-coming.  No Parking signs for Moore Street will be utilized.  There will be no change in the alternate route  for the Halloween Parade.
Quick Ticket Update – Council discussed ticket and doorhanger styles.  President Dietz directed Secretary Jackson to send a door hanger sample to Cl’m Campisi. 
New Business

Disposition of State Aid Received for Volunteer Fire Relief Association – Secretary Jackson reported that the Borough received $12,528.93 in State aid.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Campisi to pay $12,528.93 to the Millersburg Fire Relief Association.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Campisi, Dietz and Hoke.  Cl’m Snyder abstained due to being an active member of the Millersburg Fire Company.
Disposition of State Aid Received for Borough Pension Plans – Secretary Jackson reported that the Borough received $31,993.76 in State aid.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Campisi to pay the full amount plus any additional funds needed to PMRS to fulfill the 2022 MMO’s.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Campisi, Dietz, Hoke and Snyder.

Cyber Security Grant – This matter was tabled.
Communications – All Cl’ms received a listing.  There was nothing requiring Council action.

Dauphin Lebanon County Boroughs Association – President Dietz announced that the next meeting will be  at Hummelstown Borough on October 25 at 6:30PM.

Zoning Hearing Board - Wolochuk Hearing – The hearing was held and the waiver for the sign was granted. Council reviewed correspondence from the Board Solicitor.  There was also discussion on his invoice to the Borough.  
Upper Dauphin Industrial Development Authority – No report.
Millersburg Borough Safety Committee – Manager Whitall reported that the committee will meet on October 19.  Additionally, he is working on compliance issues and implementing routine safety inspections.  The Daniel Miller House has a chimney that is separating from the main structure.  Council directed Manager Whitall to get new quotes to repair the chimney and to deconstruct the chimney (including exhausting the furnace in an alternate manner), for budgeting purposes.
The next meeting will be October 26, 2022.  Legislative session to be followed by 2023 Budget work.
The meeting was recessed to the Call of the Chair at 10:43PM.
