October 26, 2022 Meeting Minutes

Call to Order – President Dietz called the meeting to order at 7:10PM with Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi (via WebEx), Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder present.   Mayor Bowman, Public Works Crew Leader John Hoffman and Secretary Ann Jackson were also present.  The invocation was given by President Dietz, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

There were no guests.
Public Works Crew Leader Report
· The tamper is broken and needs to be replaced, due to its age.

· 2023 Budget requests for major equipment were reviewed with Council.

· The detour signs for the street project are all down.  Posting was taken care of as needs arose.

· The Pine Street storm sewer pipe replacement job will need to be bid out (estimated to be in excess of $20,000).  Grosser’s and SS Witmer were mentioned as possible bidders.

· Christmas Lighting – The white lights for the large tree are in at Kratzer’s.  A 20-foot Frasier fir has been donated by Russ Long and Smucker’s will deliver it when the crew is ready.  Discussion was held on availability of the 4–5-foot trees.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to use Smucker’s for the Christmas trees unless we can find a better deal.  Motion carried.  Manager Whitall was directed to also check with Maurer’s Tree Farm in Malta.  The lights for the gazebo are to be done the same as last year (white lights and spotlights).
· The crew will work on closing the restrooms in the Parks during the week of November 7.

Unfinished Business

Mid-State Paving Change Order No. 2 – This change order is for $35,000 for paving the full width of Boyd Street between Union and Center Streets plus $1,200 to remove existing electrical conduit on Boyd Street across from the Post Office.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Boyer to approve Change Order No. 2.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
Mid-State Paving Application for Payment No. 3 – Cl’m reviewed documentation compiled by Secretary Jackson.  The amount due is $289,301.61.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to using $20,850.30 in ARPA funds, $4,290.05 remaining on the Keystone grant, and $48,500 in Liquid Fuels, totaling $73,640.35. Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.  Motion by Cl’m Hoke, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to pay the remaining balance of $215,661.26 from the General Fund Checking account.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
Daniel Miller House Chimney Repair – Quote Review – Council reviewed a quote from Reuben Smucker to complete the repair for $3,750.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve the quote as presented, to pay the expense from the Capital Improvement account using excess roof replacement funds and to keep the old bricks.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman, Hoke and Snyder.
New Business

Display Lighting Quote – Council reviewed the quote for replacement bulbs.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl Hoffman to purchase the 375 replacement bulbs from Display Lighting for $1,793.25 to  be reimbursed by the Lions Club.   Motion carried.

Smucker’s Quote – Council reviewed the quote for pine roping, greens for the barrels and delivery.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve the roping, greens and delivery for $2,655 to be reimbursed by the Lions Club.  Motion carried.
Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to adjourn the meeting at 8:27PM.  Motion carried.
