November 21, 2022 Meeting Minutes

Call to Order – President Dietz called the meeting to order at 7:12PM with Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi (via phone), Hoffman and Hoke present.   Mayor Bowman, Borough Manager James Whitall and Secretary Ann Jackson were also present.  The invocation was given by President Dietz, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

There were no guests.
Unfinished Business

Discussion on Part-Time Meter Enforcement/Parks Position – Manager Whitall has drafted a job description.  Council directed him to consult with Ms. Smith-Witmer regarding meter patrols.  Who this employee will report to remains undecided.  The matter was tabled.

Police Officer Hiring Update – There is one more interview scheduled for November 29.  Manager Whitall has drafted a job description for the position of Officer in Charge.  This has been reviewed with Cl’m Campisi and Ms. Smith-Witmer.  
Listing Officer in Charge Position on Indeed – Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to advertise the Police OIC position on Indeed for one month, not to exceed $500 (after using available credit on our account) and to include language regarding eight- and ten-hour swing shifts.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoffman and Hoke.
Secco Electric Invoice – Cl’m Boyer reviewed the Secco Electric invoice with Council, for damages to his property, resulting from the streets project.  Insurance will most likely not cover this expense.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to pay the invoice for $3,327.31 to Secco Electric.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Campisi, Dietz, Hoffman and Hoke.  Cl’m Boyer abstained.
2023 Tourism Grant Ideas – Council directed Manager Whitall to apply for funds for the fireworks event, Movies in the Park and tourism brochure.
Mid-State Paving Revised Change Order No. 2 – President Dietz reviewed all the line items in the revised version of Change Oder No. 2.  Motion by Cl’m Boyer, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve Change Order No. 2 for an additional $21,683.15.   Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoffman and Hoke.
MIS Quote to Reposition MYO Park Security Cameras – Council reviewed a quote for $1,422.22 to move two of the three cameras at MYO Park into pavilions #1 and #2.  There was discussion about incidents of vandalism in pavilion #3.  The matter was tabled and will be revisited.
116/118 Pine Street – President Dietz directed Manager Whitall to monitor the construction activity at this property and to notify Codes Enforcement Officer Karen Zaporozec of the work recently done on the property.  
New Business

Gannett Fleming Invoice No. 15299 – Council reviewed the latest invoice for services for the stormwater improvement project.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to pay the invoice for $28,739.82 from General Fund Reserve account funds.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoffman and Hoke.
Tentative Adoption of 2023 Budgets – Council completed the budget drafts.  The total of the General Fund budget is $1,212,821.  The total of the Capital Improvement budget is $70,750.  The total of the Liquid Fuels budget is $133,605.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Boyer to tentatively adopt the 2023 budgets as presented.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoffman and Hoke.
Legal Notice for Budgets & Borough Ordinance No. 7-22 – 2023 Tax Levies – Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to advertise the proposed budgets and 2023 Tax Levy Ordinance in the Citizen Standard, highlighting that there is no tax  increase for residents.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoffman and Hoke.
Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Hoke to adjourn the meeting at 9:35PM.  Motion carried.
