December 14, 2022 Meeting Minutes

Call to Order – President Dietz called the meeting to order at 7:03PM with Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder present.  Mayor Bowman, Borough Manager James Whitall and Secretary Ann Jackson were also present.  Solicitor Kerwin arrived at 7:55PM.  The invocation was given by President Dietz, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Guests –  PSP Sergeant Gary A. Williard, Jr., Station Commander; Paul Castline and Patrick Shuler, East Donegal Constables; Gerard Duke, Tri-County Planning Commission; Lauren Zumbrun, HRG (via Web-Ex)
Approval of Minutes – Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Boyer  to approve the minutes from the November 9 and November 21, 2022 meetings as prepared.  Motion carried.

Public Comment 
President Dietz recognized Sergeant Williard, who attended to introduce himself to the Council.  He provided information on number and types of calls PSP has responded to within the Borough.  There were  841 calls for service year-to-date, up from 2021.  Sgt. Williard left the meeting at the end of discussion.
Constable Castline and Deputy Shuler were in attendance to make a presentation to Council on constable law.   Council plans to discuss the proposal at a later time.  Constable Castline and Deputy Shuler left the meeting at the conclusion of their presentation.
Solicitor Kerwin arrived and wished everyone a Merry Christmas.  Council had no matters for discussion and Solicitor Kerwin then left the meeting.
Jerry Duke and Lauren Zumbrun addressed Council regarding the CODID-19 ARPA PA Small Water and Sewer Program grant.  This grant would be used for the Seal Park drainage improvement project as a water quality project that will help to manage flooding in the area.  The grant is administered through the Commonwealth Financing Authority.  Applications are due December 21.  The project would include a berm, a walkway across the stream and plantings.  The total cost is $293,000, which includes a 15% municipality match.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Boyer to approve Borough Resolution No. 22-17, to apply for the grant in the amount of $249,000.  Motion carried.  Ms. Zumbrun then left the meeting.
Jerry Duke updated  Council on Millersburg Area School District’s building project.  Traffic and pedestrian concerns have not been entirely addressed and all agreed that another special meeting is necessary.  Motion by Cl’m Campisi, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to advertise a Special Meeting scheduled for January 4, 2023 at 6:00PM.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder.   Mr. Duke then left the meeting.
Financial Reports – Council reviewed the Financial Report.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman seconded by Cl’m Snyder to approve the report for the month ending November 30, 2022.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to accept the Check Detail Report.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder.
Employee Relations Committee

Holiday Party – Cl’m Campisi reported that the staff will be having a pot-luck luncheon on December 22.  The Borough will be covering the cost of the main course.
President Dietz called an executive session at 8:45PM for Council to discuss employee relations matters.  Cl’m Hoch left the meeting during the executive session due to illness.  The meeting was called back into regular session at 9:12PM.

Employee Wellness – Cl’m Campisi reported that employees will be offered memberships at King’s Health & Fitness beginning January 1. 
Finance & Risk Management Committee 
Borough Audit – Secretary Jackson reported that the auditors were here for two days to conduct the pre-audit.  Things went well and they will return to conduct the full audit on January 30, 31 and February 1.
Pension Plans Audit – Secretary Jackson reported that she is working with an auditor from the PA Department of Auditor General’s Office on a four-year audit of both of the Borough’s pension plans.  One finding is anticipated.  To date, PMRS has not provided financial reports for year 2021.
There were no other committee reports or a Mayor’s report.
Manager’s Report – Manager Whitall provided his written report to all Cl’ms and reviewed highlights.  There was discussion on the Quick Ticket ordinance and Council was requested to review it.  President Dietz directed Secretary Jackson to email the ordinance to all Cl’ms.  Codes Enforcement Officer Karen Zaporozec created a mock-up of the ticket, which also needs Council’s input.    President Dietz directed Manager Whitall to contact YSM Landscaping to begin work on a site plan for the Market Square Park Renovation project.
Engineer’s Report – No report provided.  

Code Enforcement Officer’s Report – Written report was provided to all Cl’ms.  

Cl’m Campisi left the meeting.

Unfinished Business

2023 Budgets – Motion by Cl’m Boyer, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve the General Fund Budget in the amount of $1,212,821; the Capital Improvement Budget in the amount of $70,750 and the Liquid Fuels Budget in the amount of $133,605.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Dietz, Hoffman and Snyder.
Borough Ordinance No. 7-22 - 2023 Tax Levies – The stated millage rates are 6.95 mills for real estate, .925 mills for fire protection and .100 mills for Shade Tree Tax.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to adopt Borough Ordinance No. 7-22, setting the 2023 tax rates as presented.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Dietz, Hoffman and Snyder.
Mid-State Paving Application for Payment No. 4 – Council reviewed the final application for payment for the storm sewer relocation project, for $263,645.57.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to pay the invoice using the DCED Keystone Grant funds in full and to pay the balance from the PLGIT General Fund Reserve account.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Dietz, Hoffman and Snyder.
Mid-State Paving Approval of Final Completion – Council reviewed the certificate as provided by Gannett Fleming.  Motion by Cl’m Boyer, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to authorize President Dietz to sign the certificate.  Motion carried.
New Business

Act 172 Volunteer Firefighter Tax Relief Eligibility List – Council reviewed the list prepared and submitted by Chief Snyder.   A $250 earned income tax credit is available to those who have met the criteria.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Boyer to approve the list as presented.  Motion carried.  Cl’m Snyder abstained due to being an active member of the Fire Company.
2023 Wage Certifications – Council reviewed the proposed wages for 2023.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Boyer to approve the non-uniformed wages as presented, effective January 1, 2023.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Dietz, Hoffman and Snyder.

Borough Resolution No. 22-16 - 2023 Fee Schedule – Secretary Jackson reviewed the changes with Council.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve Borough Resolution No. 22-16 as presented.  Motion carried.
2023 Humane Society Contract – Secretary Jackson reported that she has requested our 2023 contract multiple times, but that we have still not received it.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve an extension to the current contract if this is permitted by the Humane Society.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Dietz, Hoffman and Snyder.
2023 Meeting Schedule – Council agreed to keep the meeting days the same, but to change the starting time of the business meetings and Committee of the Whole to 6:00PM.  November’s Committee of the Whole meeting will be November 20, 2023, the Monday preceding Thanksgiving.  There will be no change in the Planning Commission’s meetings.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to advertise the 2023 meeting schedule as required.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Dietz, Hoffman and Snyder.
Millersburg Area Ambulance Association Merger – Council reviewed a filing from Mears, Smith, Houser & Boyle, attorneys, to the Dauphin County Register of Wills – Orphans’ Court Division, regarding the merger of Millersburg Area Ambulance Association into the Halifax Area Ambulance and Rescue Association.  Cl’m Snyder expressed concern as to the disposition of property owned by the Millersburg Area Ambulance Association.  President Dietz reported that representatives from both organizations have been invited to the  January COG meeting and encouraged Cl’ms to attend. 
Solicitor’s Invoice for Services – Cl’ms reviewed the invoice from Solicitor Kerwin.  Motion by Cl’m Boyer, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to pay the invoice in full.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Dietz, Hoffman and Snyder.
Communications – All Cl’ms received a listing.  There was nothing requiring Council action.

Motion by Cl’m Boyer, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to appoint Alan Bowman to the position on the Millersburg Planning Commission.  Motion carried.  Cl’m Snyder directed Secretary Jackson to contact Braxton Sponsler, followed by Kevin Sponsler, regarding the vacancy on the Upper Dauphin Industrial Development Authority.
