Public Safety 

Police Matters – Council discussed the potential starting salary of officers in comparison to other communities that are hiring. Council then discussed the need to be more thorough with future police contracts, as well as standardizing things between the police contract and the employee handbook. Cl’m Snyder and Mayor Bowman will take point on a thorough analysis of the documents.  
Council discussed what structure they would like to see the police department take with regard to coverage types and priorities. Mayor Bowman will reach out to the Dauphin County Chiefs of Police to see if they have any contacts for police consultants. Manager Buker will contact Dauphin County EMA to see if they have any contacts. 
Council also got an update from Mayor Bowman on the appropriate procedure to dispose of firearms that are not being used by the department. 

Employee Relations
Crew Leader Report – Mr. John Hoffman provided a written report on the status of various projects for Council to review and shared information about the timeline of line painting. Mr. Hoffman left the meeting at 9:15 p.m.
Borough Manager Transition – Manager Buker provided updates on the process of documenting certain key tasks for Secretary Jackson to have as reference materials. She also discussed the documents being left behind for the 2022 Stormwater Project. Finally, Manager Buker and Cl’m Campisi discussed the resumes received and anticipated next steps for Cl’m Campisi after Manager Buker leaves.

Cl’m Dietz had questions about project timelines given the PennDOT paving season. Manager Buker is to contact the engineers.

Other Business
Chickens – Council engaged in robust discussion about the chicken complaint at 936 Union. The chicken owners had put down the roosters, thereby eliminating the noise portion of the complaint. Cl’m Campisi will speak with the chicken owners and the neighbors who filed the complaint about next steps for smell resolution and for containing the chickens. Cl’m Campisi will also speak to Karen Zaporozec about next steps. Manager Buker is to share the draft Chicken Ordinance with Cl’m Campisi.
