Council Chambers

July 27, 2022 Meeting Minutes

Attendance – Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder.  Mayor Alan Bowman, Borough Manager Kayla Buker, Public Works Crew Leader John Hoffman and Borough Secretary Ann Jackson were also present.
Guests – Amanda Hazlett and Erick Wolochuk.
Call to Order – President Dietz called the meeting to order at 7:06PM.  The invocation was given by President Dietz, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

President Dietz recognized Amanda Hazlett with Recycle Local.  Ms. Hazlett presented her proposal to have a bin placed on the same site as the Dauphin County Recycling bins on Keystone Street.  The  bin would be placed at no cost to the Borough and would collect donations of clothing, small household appliances, glass and related items.  Pick up would be twice weekly.  There would be a 90-day probation period, after which the program would be reevaluated.   The collected items would be resold which would benefit Cherokee Nation, a private, for-profit company.  Current local partners are Halifax, Gratz and Williamstown.  A nominal fee can be arranged to go to the municipality if requested.  A sample contract was provided for Council’s consideration.  Ms. Hazlett then left the meeting.
President Dietz next recognized Erick Wolochuk, owner of Max’s Bar & Grille.  Mr. Wolochuk presented the site plan drawings for his parking lot on the corner of Market and Center Streets which he would like to repave.  He anticipates having to request waivers on several points – requirement of a break every eight parking spots; there is no parking permitted within thirty-five feet of a main road; his lighted business sign; and a sidewalk issue of asphalt versus concrete.  The Zoning Hearing Board will hear Mr. Wolochuk’s appeal at the appropriate time.  Mr. Wolochuk was provided with a zoning permit application and then left the meeting.
President Dietz reminded Council that when working with the Borough ordinances, they need to keep in mind enforcement and think of the impacts.
Unfinished Business

Police Officer Application – Council reviewed the revised draft.  Several amendments were made and Secretary Jackson will incorporate them into the final version.  President Dietz directed Ms. Jackson to forward the final draft to Solicitor Kerwin and to ask if there have been any changes in police employment law since the Borough last used their application.  After receiving the Solicitor’s approval, the application will go to Rebecca Smith-Witmer and will be made into a fillable PDF.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Snyder to approve the application with the noted changes, pending Solicitor Kerwin’s review.  Motion carried.
Officer John Boyer Employment Status – President Dietz called an executive session at 8:07PM for personnel reasons.  Mr. Hoffman left Council Chambers. The meeting was called back into regular session at 8:34PM, with Mr. Hoffman returning to Council Chambers.
Ken Clean Masonry Invoice – The repointing project on the north wall of 101 West Street has been completed.  Mr. Hoffman reported that the repointing work was satisfactory but that the clean-up was not.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to pay the invoice for $4,250.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder.  Cl’m Boyer had briefly stepped out of the room.
New Business

Concession Stand Lease – Angela Hoover has signed the new lease on behalf of Sweet Treats, beginning July 15, 2022.  We have not received her correct certificate of insurance.  Motion by Cl’m Hoffman, seconded by Cl’m Campisi to accept and sign the revised Concession Stand lease with the provision that Ms. Hoover provides the proper certificate of insurance listing the Borough as “Additionally Insured.”  Motion carried.
Gannett Fleming Invoice – Council reviewed the latest invoice for services through July 1, 2022.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder seconded by Cl’m Hoch to pay $18,717.43 from the Liquid Fuels fund and $460 from the General Fund engineering line item.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder.

Grosser Excavating Invoice – Council reviewed the invoice for clearing the debris from the river front.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to pay Grosser’s $2,900 as invoiced.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder.

Quotes for Tree Removal in Seal Park – Six locust trees need to be removed from Seal Park.  Council reviewed a quote from ABC Tree Monkeys for $3,900 and a second quote from Billow’s Tree & Landscape for $5,700.  Both quotes include stump grinding.  Motion by Cl’m Snyder, seconded by Cl’m Hoffman to approve the quote from ABC Tree Monkeys for $3,900 and to ask if there would be a discount if the Borough disposed of the logs.  Motion carried with yes votes from Cl’ms Boyer, Campisi, Dietz, Hoch, Hoffman and Snyder.
